Curriculum Overview

Monday


Value: Inclusion – I Belong
Main Biblical Teaching: When Matthew, a person ‘on the outside’, discovers what it means to be included by Jesus, it changes his life. Becoming one of Jesus’ team of champions, he learns to love others the way Jesus loved him – without conditions.

Bible Text: Matthew 9:9-13
Memory Verse: “A new command I give you: Love one another. As I have loved you, so you must love one another. By this all men will know that you are my disciples, if you love one another.” John 13: 34-35
Goal for Each Child: That I will know that I am loved and included by Jesus no matter what and that I can respond to that kind of love by including and loving others.

Tuesday


Value: Courage
Main Biblical Teaching: Only Shadrach, Meshach and Abednego dared to disobey a King because he stood against God. They knew that this was politically very dangerous. Their courage changed the king.
Bible Text: Daniel 3
Memory Verse: “Be strong and courageous. Do not be terrified; do not be discouraged, for the Lord your God will be with you wherever you go.” Joshua 1:9
Goal for Each Child: That I will know that with God, I can have courage to face any situation.
Wednesday


Value: Forgiveness and Restoration
Main Biblical Teaching: Even though Peter was a friend of Jesus and saw Him do amazing things, this didn’t stop him from making a mess of his life through wrong choices. Jesus helped Peter to start over again.
Bible Text: Luke 5:1-11, Matt 14:22-32, Matt 18:21, Luke 22:31-34, Luke 22:54-63, Luke 23:32-43, Mark 16:1-8, John 21:1-17
Memory Verse: “If we confess our sins, he is faithful and just and will forgive us our sins and purify us from all unrighteousness.” 1 John 1:9
Goal for Each Child: That I will know that I can be forgiven and restored to be God’s friend and the person he wants me to be.
Thursday

Value: Purpose – Chosen for a Reason
Main Biblical Teaching: Peter, now confident that God has work for him to do, becomes a transformed person. It gets him into trouble but he is motivated because he has been chosen to be part of God’s Big Plan.
Bible Text: Acts 2:1-42, Acts 3:1-26, Acts 4:1-22
Memory Verse: “For I know the plans I have for you” declares the Lord, “plans to prosper and not to harm you, plans to give you hope and a future.” Jeremiah 29:11
Goal for Each Child: That I will know that I am chosen by God, and He has something special planned for my life.

Friday


Value: Serving Others
Main Biblical Teaching: Martha is a responsible person. But sometimes she discharges those responsibilities with self-righteousness rather than joy. But spending time with Jesus changes her attitudes. Jesus changes attitudes today.

Bible Text: Luke 10:38-40, John 11:17-28, John 12:1-3, Matthew 28:35-40
Memory Verse: “In humility consider others better than yourselves. Your attitude should be the same as that of Christ Jesus.” Philippians 2:3b and 5
Goal for Each Child: That I will commit to serve anybody, anywhere with the right attitude and as part of the team
